Do I have to be a PGG Wrightson Turf customer to enter?

Can the photo be of anything?  
No, it must have some relevance to the New Zealand Turf Industry, and be in 
a specified category.
Why do you need high resolution images?

How do I know if my camera can take high resolution images?
